Communion. Those who are confirmed or are baptised and in the habit of receiving
Holy Communion are welcome to do so. Others are invited to come forward for a
blessing — please indicate this by keeping your hands down. If you wish to receive a
gluten-free wafer, please indicate this to the Eucharistic Minister. For health reasons,
we do not permit intinction (dipping the bread in the wine), but you are welcome to
receive only the bread if you prefer. Please follow the directions of the Stewards when
the time comes. If you wish to receive communion in your seat, please speak with
one of the stewards at the main door before the start of the service. If you would like
to explore baptism, confirmation, or communion before confirmation, please speak
to a member of the Clergy after the service.

Please either switch off or silence your phone and do not take pictures or videos
during the service — this is not permitted for safeguarding reasons. Lavatories,
including disabled facilities, are available towards the back of church. If you use a
hearing aid, please turn it to the T position.

In the event of an emergency, please remain calm and seated. Stewards will direct you
out of the Cathedral. If you have any concerns, please speak to a Churchwarden or
member of the Clergy.

After the Gospel has been announced the reader says

Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to N.
Glory to you, O Lord.

At the end

This is the Gospel of the Lord.
Praise to you, O Christ.

Sermon
Following an opening prayer, we sit.

The sermon will be followed by a time of silence.

The Creed
We stand.

Let us declare our faith in God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

We believe in one God,
the Father, the Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is,

seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,

the only Son of God,

eternally begotten of the Father,

God from God, Light from Light,

true God from true God,

begotten, not made,

of one Being with the Father;

through him all things were made.

For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven,
was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary
and was made man.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;

he suffered death and was buried.



We sit.

On the third day he rose again

in accordance with the Scriptures;

he ascended into heaven

and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit,

the Lord, the giver of life,

who proceeds from the Father and the Son,

who with the Father and the Son is worshipped and glorified,
who has spoken through the prophets.

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.

We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the resurrection of the dead,

and the life of the world to come.

Amen.

We sit or kneel in silence.

The choir may sing a motet and/or a hymn/song may be sung.

Prayer after Communion
Silence is kept.

The Post Communion or another prayer is said by the president. We then say together

Almighty God,

we thank you for feeding us

with the body and blood of your Son Jesus Christ.
Through him we offer you our souls and bodies
to be a living sacrifice.

Send us out

in the power of your Spirit

to live and work

to your praise and glory.

Amen.



The Dismissal
Hymn

The hymn is announced. We stand.

The Dismissal
The president prays a blessing which concludes

...and the blessing of God almighty,

the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit,
be among you and remain with you always.
Amen.

Go in peace to love and serve the Lord.
In the name of Christ. Amen.

You are invited to retain the weekly notice
sheet and to join us for refreshments at the West end of the Cathedral.
